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As part of the Faculty Exchange Programme between Raidighi College and Bangabasi College, a special  
academic session was held on March 6, 2024, at the Department of Botany, Raidighi College. The program 
was conducted by Dr. Argha Sarkar, Assistant Professor, Department of Botany, Bangabasi College, who 
shared his expertise with the students and faculty members of Raidighi College.
